JOSHUA No.2  MOSES MY SERVANT IS DEAD 
 
Intro: God always trains his man/woman, but there comes a time when 
we must move on from the training.  cf.Stephen in Acts.8 
 
(a) NO REDUNDANT CHRISTIANS ! 

'After the death..'' God waited until Moses was dead 
ie. there are no redundancies in the Kingdom   

    cf. David Acts.13:36 
 
 
(b) SERVANTHOOD 
    'the servant of the Lord'' Moses is described as a servant 
 
 
(c) DON'T MOCK THE PAST ! 
    'my servant' Remember what God did through him. God was in 
    history, He has used many people, thank God for them all. 
    D-Day ..we remembered the beaches of Normandy. 
    Some things to remember..... 
    Dt.8:10-14 Remember how God has delivered you 
    1 Cor.11:24 This do in remembrance of me cf. Heb.11 & 12 
 
 
(d) DON'T LET THE PAST INTIMIDATE YOU FOR 
     THE FUTURE 
    the past's problems, inadequacies or victories can hinder us. 
    '..is dead'' Moses was fantastic but his job is done, you're my 
    man now.  cf. Paul writing to Timothy in 2 Tim.4:7 I have 
    finished... .2 Tim.1:6 Fan into flame God's gift. 
    cf. Intimidated people 
    Ex.3:11 Moses. "Who am I ?" 
    Jdgs.6:15 Gideon " I'm from a weak family " 
    Jer.1:6 Jeremiah  "I'm just a child ! " 
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(e) SO MANY LIVES DEPEND ON WHAT YOU DO  
   'YOU and all these people..' 
 

 
 
(f) I WILL GIVE YOU EVERY PLACE YOU SET 
    YOUR FOOT 
    Combination of faith and action 
    cf. William Carey..."Expect great things from God, attempt 
    great things for God" 
    cf. Caleb  Josh.14:10-12 "Give me this mountain" 
    Heb.12:1-3 throw off...fix our eyes.... 
    Heb.11:30 By faith Jericho's walls fell             
    ........wherever you set your foot 
 
(g) MASSIVE TERRITORY 
    'your territory will extend..' God emphasizes the magnitude. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
(h) NO WEAPON FASHIONED AGAINST YOU 
     WILL STAND 
    '...all the days of your life'  
    We are to be victorious for ever. 2 Cor.2:14 God always leads 
    us in triumph. 
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(i) WE'RE NEVER ABANDONED 
   'I will never leave you or forsake you..' 
   God is always with us cf. Mt.28:20 
   Heb.13:5&6 The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid.
